· CariMI 2008 is for Brass & Percussion Musicians and Chorale Members

· CariMI 2008 is not for beginner musicians 
· Brass & percussion musician delegates should be competent to play at the Grade II music level

· Delegates must be serious musicians, having participated in an Army music group for at least four months prior to CariMI

· All delegates must bring their own instrument
· Chorale delegates will participate in vocal, music theory and elective classes
· Delegates must be at least 13 years of age by August 1st 2008 

· Delegates must maintain a high standard of discipline and behavior
· Delegates from each division and region should prepare an item for the Welcome and Cultural Night Programmes
· There will be a Solo Night and delegates interested in participating should come prepared 
· Delegates will need to bring soldier’s #2 uniform (white shirt/blouse, gray/black skirt/pants – no hats/caps), Bible, bedding, towels and toiletries.  Uniform for officers will be #3 (no hats/caps).
· Laundry service will not be available 
· Snacks and drinks will be available for purchase 
· Attend and be punctual for all activities 
· Appropriate clothing should be worn at all times. No revealing blouses, vests, short skirts or short shorts.
· Be in your assigned dorm by 10:30pm for dorm devotions and adhere to the 11:30pm lights out policy
